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2017 Facts in Brief

In the past year, CISV USA:

· Maintained 21 Chapters: Atlanta, Georgia; Brandywine Valley, Pennsylvania; Chattanooga, Tennessee; Cincinnati, Ohio; Columbus, Ohio; Dallas/Ft. Worth, Texas; Denver, Colorado; Detroit, Michigan; Gulf Coast, Mississippi; Jacksonville, Florida; Knoxville, Tennessee; Orono, Maine; Miami County, Ohio; Michigan City, Indiana; New York, New York; Philadelphia, Pennsylvania; Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania; San Francisco, California; Springfield, Massachusetts; Washington, D.C; and Northeast Ohio.
· Saw the continued development of four new Chapters:  Austin/San Antonio, Texas; Boston, Massachusetts; Miami, Florida; and Portland, Oregon.

· Sent 52 delegations of 11-year olds and adult leaders to Villages in 28 countries, including the United States. Two hundred and thirty-nine (239) children and adults from 24 Chapters took part in this CISV program.
· Hosted five Villages, in New York, Pittsburgh, NE Ohio, Chattanooga, and Cincinnati. Approximately 330 delegates, leaders, and Junior Counselors attended the five USA Villages.

· Sent 31 Junior Counselors to Villages in 14 countries, including the United States.
· Started 17 new Interchanges with families in 11 countries.  In addition, one Chapter completed an Interchange begun in Summer 2016.  In all, a total of 137 delegates and leaders participated in Interchanges.
· Sent 33 delegates from 18 Chapters to Seminar Camps. The delegates attended Seminar Camps in 16 countries, including the United States.
· Hosted a Seminar Camp in Dallas, Texas, welcoming 30 delegates from around the world.
· Sent 33 Step Up delegations to programs in 19 countries, including the United States. One hundred and sixty-three (163) youth and adult leaders participated in Step Ups.
· Hosted 5 Step Ups, in Brandywine Valley, Detroit, Jacksonville, San Francisco, and Smoky Mountain, Tennessee. Approximately 225 delegates from around the world participated in these Step Ups.
· Sent 10 delegations and 27 individual participants (a total of 93 youth and leaders) to Youth Meetings in 14 different countries around the world.  The Rocky Mountain Denver and Michigan City Chapters each hosted a Youth Meeting.

· Sent 7 delegates to International People’s Projects in Brazil, Guatemala and Italy.
· A Mosaic project was completed by the Columbus Chapter.
